It is recommended that maximum pathway 
capacity planning not exceed a 50% calculated 
fill which reflects 100% actual fill.

Mounting Bracket Install: Strength Bracket

When using 200mm ducting with more than 25% cable fill and 300mm 
ducting with more than 20% cable fill the use of the strength bracket is 
recommended.

When Mounting to a wall 
the bottom mounting 
hole would be used with 
wall mounting hardware.

Mounting Bracket Install: Wall

Brackets can be attached to various wall types; the installer must provide appropriate hardware for 
attaching brackets to wall. The wall must be uniform, flat, structurally stable, and have a structural load 
capacity that will support the bracket and ducting.

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Mounting Bracket install

Using drill with ¼ inch drill bit, drill marked 
positions on lid. 

Mounting bracket should be mounted 
31.75mm (1.25 inches) from the edges of 
the lid corners. Mark bracket mounting 
holes on lid.

Remove the four lid securing Philips head 
screws and left the lid off the cabinet.

LightWays carriage bolts and nuts 
can be used to secure the bracket 
to the lid.

Place DataKeep lid 
back onto cabinet and 
re-secure with Philips 
head screwdriver.
